The theme "You and Me"
is just a suggestion that can be poetically elaborated according to the inspiration and sensitivity of
the individual authors!

It is possible to participate in one or more of the following sections:
L. SECTION FOR UNPUBLISHED POEMS

> Participants have to send only one unpublished, never prized poem (maximum 35 line).

> Poems will be accepted in the mother tongue of the authors. A translation into English,
Spanish, French or Italian is required.

> An international Jury will evaluate the poems in the mother tongue of participants.

The poems of the winners and a selection of the best poems will be published for free, in
both the Italian and English version in a Book printed by Publishing House Battello
Stampatore Trieste.

Cups or other minor prizes for other noteworthy poems.

Special mentions and minor prizes for noteworthy poems of young “poets” under 16t. The
valuation of the under 16s takes into account the ages of the competitors

II. SECTION THEATER : MONOLOGUE OR DIALOGUE BETWEEN 2 PEOPLE.

You participate by sending a never published and never prized Dramatic Work (Monologue or
Dialogue between 2 people), max 5 pages (no more than 10000 characters).

A VERY GOOD TRANSLATION INTO ITALIAN IS UNCONDITIONALLY REQUIRED. THE
WORKS WILL NOT BE EVALUATED IN THEIR ORIGINAL LANGUAGE BUT ONLY IN
THEIR ITALIAN TRANSLATION.
